Kentucky P-20 Data Collaborative

The Kentucky P-20 Data Collaborative provides accurate and timely
data about the Commonwealth’s education and workforce processes
to better inform policy making and practice. The Kentucky P-20 Data
Collaborative maintains a statewide longitudinal data system (SLDS)
for Kentucky which includes early childhood, K-12, postsecondary,
adult education, and workforce data. By bringing data together from
across these different sectors we can provide policy makers and
practitioners with a more complete picture.

The Collaborative is administratively attached to the Education and
Workforce Development Cabinet and is overseen by a governance
body composed of the agency heads from the Kentucky Department
of Education (KDE), the Council on Postsecondary Education (CPE),
the Education Professional Standards Board (EPSB), and is chaired
by the Secretary of the Kentucky Education and Workforce Develop-
ment Cabinet.

The statewide longitudinal data system securely links and de-
identifies data from various state data systems into one seamless

system. The ability to link data from early childhood, K-12, postsec-
ondary, teacher licensure and preparation, workforce and other data
sources will allow the state to develop a broader understanding about
the education to workforce continuum.

Here are a few examples of analyses that can only be done with a
system like the one Kentucky has developed:

a. By linking high school and college data we are able to better
understand how high school experiences affect college going
and success. It allows us to provide much richer data about
college preparation linked back to high schools so we can im-
prove alignment between the two areas.

b.  We can also link preschool and early childhood information to
kindergarten and elementary school performance to provide
insights into actions necessary to ensure that all of Kentucky's
children enter schools with the skills they need to be successful.

c.  Teacher preparation programs can benefit greatly by under-
standing how well their graduates are impacting student learn-
ing in the classrooms so they can adapt their programs to en-
sure that future teachers enter the classrooms with the skills
they need to have the greatest impact on student learning.

d. Linking education and employment records will allow us to know
if our graduates are entering the workforce and earning a rea-
sonable wage, how well our colleges are meeting the needs of
Kentucky's industries, and what the return on investment is for
our education and training programs.
